Introduced two new beehives.

Increased our range of complimentary
Organic fruit and veg.

Built a poly tunnel to offer more choice and variety of fruit & veg.

Designed a new Sensory Garden.

Increased our Food from the Farm range of ready meals, puddings
& home-made Jams & chutneys. Clough Bottom free-range eggs
and our own farm-reared organic beef are also available.

Introduced more strategies for recycling and waste reduction,
including using our chickens (they love left-over biscuits, bread and
cereall) We use freecycle for recycling unwanted household items.

We have been part of the Countryside Stewardship Scheme for over
20 years as well as English Woodland Grant Scheme. We create
wildlife corridors & ditches, create & restore ponds, maintain
ancient woodland and create new woodland. We estimate we have
planted 100,000+ trees during this time.

Developed a ‘Give the Car a Holiday’ day out with itinerary for
exploring the Trough of Bowland by foot and by bus, and created
two new ‘Explore from your door’ walks.

Introduced weekly YOGA Classes (Wednesdays 7pm-8.15pm).

Installed a bio-diesel processing plant (2009) which converts waste
oils into bio-diesel which powers our generator and provides the
fuel for all the farm vehicles. We also have a water borehole that
helps use reduce our water consumption.

Our ‘eco’ beliefs and sustainable ethos has been part of Clough Bottom for over 20 years
and is at the heart of everything we do. We are a green business that is in it for the long
term. Our vision is in the detail, which is why we subscribe to continuous improvement -
always evaluating what we do, and what we can do better and more responsibly.
